Situation:

Å Warmer temperatures across all regions have led to improved road conditions. Snow is melting during 

daylight hours; however, overnight freezing will continue through the end of the week. 

Impacts:

Å No shortfalls or unmet needs; no requests for FEMA assistance

Å Fatalities: 31 (17 confirmed, 14 unconfirmed) 

Å Region IV: 15 fatalities  (11 confirmed, 4 unconfirmed) 

Å Region III: 11 fatalities (6 confirmed, 5 unconfirmed)

Å Region II: 5 fatalities (all unconfirmed)

Å Power outages are minimal (DOE Eagle-I as of 5:30 am EST, Jan 27)

Å Transportation: airports returned to full operations; mass transit systems resuming service, some with 

modified schedules/routes

Å DC Federal offices open with 3 hour delay; some local/state offices & schools remain closed 

State/Local Preparations/Response:

Å State of emergency declared: NY, NJ, DE, VA, PA, MD, WV, NC, SC, KY, TN, GA & DC

Å EOC Status: 

Å Full Activation: VA

Å Partial Activation: DC, MD & TN

Å Monitoring: NYC

Å PA & NC returned to Normal Operations

Å Shelters: 2 open with 25 occupants in DC and VA (ESF-06, 6:15 am EST Jan 27)

Å 962 National Guard personnel remain activated in MD, VA, WV & NJ (NGB as of 6:00 am EST Jan 27)

Federal Response:

Å FEMA NWC at Enhanced Watch; all other affected FEMA Regions are at Watch/Steady State

Å Logistics (ISB) and MERS personnel deployed to support operations in the DC area
