Tropical Outlook - Eastern Pacific

Tropical Storm Celia:  (Advisory #31 as of 5:00 a.m. EDT)

ÅLocated 1,325 miles east of Hilo, Hawaii

ÅMoving WNW at 13 mph

ÅMaximum sustained winds 50 mph 

ÅMaintaining strength however, expected to become a tropical depression 

tonight

ÅNo coastal watches or warnings in effect

Hurricane Darby:  (Advisory #11 as of 5:00 a.m. EDT)

ÅLocated 615 miles SW of the southern tip of Baja, California

ÅMoving westward at 12 mph 

ÅMaximum sustained winds increased to 80 mph

ÅLittle change in strength however, some increase in forward speed 

expected over the next few days

ÅNo coastal watches and warnings in effect



Tropical Outlook - Eastern Pacific

Disturbance #1:  (as of 2:00 a.m. EDT)

ÅLocated several hundred miles south of Acapulco, Mexico

ÅMoving WNW at 10 to 15 mph

ÅCloudiness and showers have continued to increase

ÅExpected to become a tropical depression over the weekend

ÅFormation chance through 48 hours (MED) near 40%

ÅFormation chance through 5 days (HIGH) 90%
